Orfeo was founded 1979 in Munich. After starting as a pure 
license label at RCA and EMI, Orfeo began releasing its own 
recordings in 1982. Thanks to the close cooperation with the 
best singers, instrumentalists, orchestras and conductors of 
the past three decades, Orfeo was able to realize many world 
premiere recordings and to build up an extraordinarily fine 
catalogue, which to date contains more than 1,000 recordings. 
The most famous series, Orfeo d’Or, features legendary historic 
performances at the festivals in Bayreuth and Salzburg or at the 
State Operas in Vienna and Munich.
